I

Subject Matter of the Contract
1) The Contractor undertakes to produce the specified work on his/her own account and expense for the Client, with the term “work” referring to: professional review of the doctoral thesis 
………………………………. by an external examiner (hereinafter referred to as the “Work”). The Client undertakes to take over the Work and remunerate the Contractor for the Work performed by paying the amount agreed upon and listed below.
II

Place and Period of Performance
1) The place of performance shall be: ……………….. The Work shall be handed over in two hard copies at the Client’s place of residence and electronically by sending it to: XXX.

III
Remuneration
1) The Contractor shall receive a remuneration amounting to CZK …….. for the performance of the Work. After the Work has been performed, the remuneration for the Work performed shall be paid to the above-mentioned bank account, no later than ……….. The price for the performance of the Work has been agreed upon as a fixed price and comprises all costs incurred by the Contractor and necessary to perform the Work.
IV

Processing of Personal Data
1) The Client is the Controller of the personal data od students and academics included in the doctoral thesis specified in Article I Paragraph 1), in relation to which the Contractor performs the Work; the Contractor is the Processor of these personal data.
2) As part of the performance of the Work, the Contractor shall process: Name and surname of the author of the doctoral thesis, name of the higher education institution, Faculty, degree programme, degree course, name and surname of the supervisor, name and surname of the consultant.
3) The purpose of processing of the personal data specified in the preceding Paragraph is the preparation of the Work related to the doctoral thesis specified in Article I Paragraph 1) of this Contract. 
4) The Contractor undertakes to process personal data during the production of the Work in accordance with the legal regulations valid and effective in the territory of the Czech Republic, particularly in accordance with Regulation (EU) 2016/679 of the European Parliament and of the Council, the General Regulation on the Protection of Personal Data, the Act No. 110/2019 Coll., on the Processing of Personal Data, and this Contract, and further undertakes to comply with the principles for the protection and processing of the Client’s personal data available on the Client’s website.
5) The Contractor is authorized to process personal data in accordance with this Contract throughout the Contract duration.

6) The Contractor undertakes to comply with all obligations arising from the above-mentioned legal regulations when processing personal data in connection with the performance of the subject matter of this Contract. In this context, the Contractor declares that he/she has appropriate technical and organizational measures for secure processing of personal data, and that he/she is able to process personal data in accordance with the requirements of the legal regulations referred to in Article IV Paragraph 4 of this Contract. The Contractor further declares that he/she is able to ensure and will ensure the technical and organizational security of personal data in such a manner as to prevent any unauthorized or accidental access to personal data, their change, destruction, loss or misuse. In the event of any personal data breach, the Contractor is obliged to send the Client information about such a breach as defined in the above-mentioned legal regulations without undue delay. The information about such a breach must include:
a) A description of the nature of the personal data breach, the categories and approximate numbers of Data Subjects concerned, and the categories and approximate number of personal data records concerned.
b) The name and contact details of the Data Protection Officer.
c) A description of the likely consequences of the personal data breach.
d) A description of the measures taken or proposed to deal with the personal data breach and, where appropriate, a description of the measures taken to mitigate any possible adverse effects. 
7) The Contractor is obliged to process personal data exclusively for the purpose specified in this Contract and for the duration of the implementation of the subject matter of this Contract. After termination of this Contract or after the purpose for which the personal data were processed ceases to exist, the Contractor shall, in accordance with the Client’s decision, either delete the personal data or return them to the Client and delete existing copies thereof without undue delay.
8) At the same time, during the performance of the Work, and even after the completion of the Work under this Contract, the Contractor is obliged to maintain confidentiality of all information which he/she learns in connection with this Contract and the implementation of the subject matter of this Contract. In particular, the Contractor undertakes not to misuse such information for his/her own benefit or for the benefit of third parties, nor to disclose such information to unauthorized persons.
9) The Contractor is also obliged not to misuse personal data for any purpose other than the purpose stipulated under this Contract, to take and observe with professional care all control and protective measures for the purpose of personal data protection, to respond promptly to requests from Data Subjects, to inform them of all their rights and, upon request, to provide them with access to information on processing, to enable the correction, blocking or amending of personal data. The Contractor undertakes to hand over all such requirements to the Client. The Contractor undertakes to inform the Client of all facts influencing the processing of personal data. The Contractor is obliged to report any doubts about compliance with the relevant legal regulations valid and effective in the territory of the Czech Republic or a breach of the security of personal data, to comply with all other obligations stipulated by the relevant legal regulations valid and effective in the territory of the Czech Republic, to make all possible efforts to remedy any unlawful situation in relation to personal data under this Contract, which would result in a breach of the obligations stipulated by the relevant legal regulations valid and effective in the territory of the Czech Republic, immediately after such a situation occurs.
10) In the event that the Contractor violates his/her obligations stated in this Contract and fails to remedy the violation even after prior written notice by the Client within a reasonable deadline provided by the Client, the Client is entitled to withdraw from this Contract.

11) In the event that, as a result of a breach of obligations by the Contractor, the Client incurs damage, the Contractor is obliged to reimburse the Client for this damage, in accordance with the Client’s request addressed to the Contractor. 
12) In any way beyond the scope of the Contract or in conflict with it, the Contractor is not authorized to further process personal data, involve another processor in the processing, or to hand over or transfer personal data to third parties or to other processors, unless specified otherwise in writing by the Client. If the Contractor processes personal data in violation of the Contract or beyond its scope, it is deemed that he/she does not process the personal data for the purposes and scope specified by the Client, and the Client bears no responsibility for this. In relation to personal data processed in this manner, the Contractor is the Data Controller with all the ensuing responsibilities.

V

Final provisions
1) No employment or any similar type of relationship arises from this Contract and, therefore, the Contractor is obliged to proceed in compliance with valid legal regulations for the purpose of income taxation.

2) This Contract as well as any legal relations between the contracting parties arising from this Contract and not expressly specified in the wording of this Contract are governed by the Czech legal system, with the exclusion of any conflicting rules of law.
3) This Contract has been drawn up in 2 copies; each contracting party shall receive one copy thereof. 
4) The contracting parties declare that they have read this Contract carefully, that they have understood its content; agree to all parts of the Contract and are aware of all rights and liabilities ensuing from this Contract. As a proof of consent to this Contract, the contracting parties add their signatures below.
5) This Contract comes into force and effect on the day on which it is signed by both contracting parties.
